òMake straight the way of the Lordó 

We are midway through the Advent season. Our prepa-
rations for the coming of Christ into our hearts are un-
derway, I hope, even in the midst of the pandemic that 
is putting a damper on our holiday season. A blessing, 
if you will, that this pandemic afforded me is time to 
read and reflect. One of the books I am reading is Cele-
brating the Seasons: Daily Spiritual Readings for the 
Christian Year  compiled by Robert Atwell and pub-
lished by Morehouse Publishing. I would like to share 
the following meditation by St. Augustine designated 
for the Third Sunday of Advent. I hope it will be food for 
thought and prayer for you as it is for me for the rest of 
Advent and Christmastide.  
 

A Reading from a sermon of St. Augustine 

     ñJohn is the voice, but the Lord óis the Word who 

was in the beginning.ô John is the voice that lasts for a 

time; from the beginning Christ is the Word who lives 

forever. 

     Take away the word, the meaning, and what is the 

voice? Where there is no understanding, there is only a 

meaningless sound. The voice without the word strikes 

the ear but does not build up the heart. However, let us 

observe what happens when we first seek to build up 

our hearts. When I think about what I am going to say, 

the word or message is already in my heart. When I 

want to speak to you, I look for a way to share with 

your heart what is already in mine. In my search for a 

way to let this message reach you, so that the word al-

ready in my heart may find a place also in yours, I use 

my voice to speak to you. The sound of my voice 

brings the meaning of the word to you and then passes 

away. The word which the sound has brought to you is 

now in your heart, and yet it is still also in mine. 

     When the word has been conveyed to you, does not 

the sound seem to say: óThe word ought to grow, and I 

should diminish?ô The sound of the voice has made it-

self heard in the service of the word and has gone 

away, as though it were saying: óMy joy is complete.ô 

Let us hold on to the word; we must not lose the word 

conceived inward in our heartsé 

    óThe voice of the one crying 

in the wildernessô is the voice of 

one breaking the silence. 

óPrepare the way for the Lord,ô 

the voice says. As though it 

were saying: óI speak out in or-

der to lead him into your hearts, 

but he does not choose to come 

where I lead him unless you 

prepare the way for him.ô 

     óTo prepare the wayô means 

to pray well; it means thinking humbly of one-

self. We should take our lesson from John the 

Baptist. He is thought to be the Christ; he de-

clares he is not what they think. He does not take 

advantage of their mistake to further his own 

glory. If he had said, óI am the Christ,ô you can 

imagine how readily he would have been be-

lieved, since they believed he was the Christ 

even before he spoke. But he did not say it; he 

acknowledged what he was. He pointed out 

clearly who he was; he humbled himself. He saw 

where his salvation lay. He understood that he 

was a lamp, and his fear was that it might be 

blown out by the wind of pride.ò 

 

May the Word be planted and grow in 
our hearts.

Thank you for all of  your 
donations.  Special thanks to Dave Dixon who delivered these items to the Seamanõs Institute for us! 
 
Our Food Insecurity program has been going very well.  We receive food donations from parishioners and 
also in our outside bin from the community.  All donations have been going to the food bank in Levit-
town and have been greatly appreciated.  Mitzi Gross has been delivering twice a month and whenever she 
drops off the food they tell her òas soon as we get low, you arrive.ó

§ Narthex light:  Replaced dusk -to -dawn outside light.  
 

§ Gutters:  Cleaned all gutters on the flat roof.  All gutters on shingled roof still need clean-

ing.  
 

§ Flower garden leaves:  Thanks to Susan LaRosa for starting the cleanup.  Still looking for 

volunteers to help with this.
